Abstract

Teacher-student interaction is an important issue in English teaching. However,
an overview of literature related to this topic found few studies that focused on
students at technology universities. Therefore, a need was perceived to construct a
scale to investigate teacher-student interaction in English classrooms at technology
universities. The scale in this study was developed by the following procedures.
First, the researchers developed a scale based on the literature and previous studies,
such as Flanders (1970) and Moore (1989). Then, experts in this field helped to
review the contents.
