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Boundaries and Academic Achievement in Different
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Abstract

Previous research has established the importance of gender
equity through an equity intervention program developed and the
academic achievement gap between the genders. But the viewpoint
neglects the transcending of the boundaries of cultural identity.
Therefore, this study examines that the significance of cultural
gender boundaries on academic achievement in different domains in
elementary school-aged children. This study is based on the survey of
Bem Sex Role Inventory. It characterizes children’s personality as
masculine, feminine, androgynous, or undifferentiated. Results
indicate that there are significant differences between the
distributions of different gender role identity types. Secondly, there
are no academic achievement differences in different domains
between the genders. Thirdly, there is mathematics achievement gap
between the different gender role identities. With higher mathematics
achievement is associated with masculine personality. Based on the
results, the suggestions are proposed for teaching and future researchers.
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
